(2) The date, time and place of the-eléction <hall
be intimated, to cach of the member of he Council
by the Secretary of the Council, who shall also per-
form the func'ioas of the Returning Officer for this
purpose, : R R

(3) () Any member preseat shill be entitled to
Propose the name of any other member present, for
election as- the President.

.- (ii) The proposal shall be. re'qujrcd to be seconded
by a member other than the proposer or the one

- whose name is proposed :..:.

(5) If the name of only one candidate is_duly pro-
posed and szconded, the Returning Officer shall forth
with declare, in form ‘B’, such caadidate as  duly
elected. . - .

(6) If the nutaber of -candidates proposed aad
seconded . exceeds one. an- election shall be held bv
secret ballor,

(7) Before the commencement of the election. the
Returning Officer shail invite the membess to inspect
the ballot box, i1 case they like to do so, and h= shall
then lock the ballot box.

(8) (i) At the time of actual election, the members
present in the mesting shail. one by one. sign agzainst
their name- i1 the list contdining names of all the
memters in aizhabetical order and placed alongside
the ballot box.

(i) Afrer & meomber has sioned against his namsz
in the list afore-mentioned he shall be given a ballot
paper in form ‘A’ which he shall drop into tfne ballot
box affer affixing thereon a cross (x) mark against
the name of the candidets of his choice.

(9) As soon as all the Members presen! and wish-
ing to exercise the rich* to vote have doue so. the
Returning OFficsr shall, in the presence of the candi-
dates who may be present in person, opea the ballot
box and ‘ake out from it all the ballot papers. examine
them and reject as invalid any ballot paper—

(ii) After the countmg is over, the Returning Offi-
cer shall make an annouacement in the meeting about
the votes secured by each of the candidates.

(iiif The Returning Officer stall declare, in form

B’ the candidate securing ihe highest number of valid
votes as duly elected to be the Presideat of the Council.

(iv) In the event of two ot more candidates secu:-
ing thé same aumber of votes and that number being
more than the number of votes secured by aay candi-
date cther tham the two or moTe sccﬁ.t’?r:g she came
number of votes, the determination as betwssn such
candidates shall be draw of lots and the caadidate on
whom the lot Palls, shall he declared elected.

4. Electon of Vice-Fresident.—The provisions re-
garding election of President specified in regulation 3
shall ‘mutatismutandis’ apply to the clection of the
Vics-President. ' |
